Freelance Writer Contract


This Freelance Writer Agreement (the “Agreement”) is entered into on [Date] by and between:

[Writer's Full Name] (hereinafter referred to as the “Writer”), having an address at [Writer's Address], and

[Newspaper Name] (hereinafter referred to as the “Newspaper”), having an address at [Newspaper's Address].

The Writer and the Newspaper are collectively referred to as the “Parties” and individually as a “Party.”

1. Relationship

The Parties agree that the Writer is an independent contractor and not an employee of the Newspaper. The Writer shall have full control over the manner and method of work performance, and the Newspaper shall have no right to direct or control the Writer's work, except for the results specified in this Agreement.

2. Term and Termination

This Agreement shall commence on [Start Date] and continue until terminated by either Party in accordance with this section. Either Party may terminate this Agreement for any reason, with or without cause, by providing thirty (30) days' written notice to the other Party. If either Party breaches any term of this Agreement, the non-breaching Party may terminate this Agreement immediately upon written notice.

3. Services Provided

The Writer agrees to provide original written articles (the “Articles”) on topics assigned or approved by the Newspaper. The Writer shall submit Articles according to the deadlines provided by the Newspaper. The content, style, and structure of the Articles shall be at the Writer's discretion, provided they meet the Newspaper's quality and content standards.

4. Representations and Warranties

The Writer represents and warrants that:

- The Articles are original works created by the Writer.
- The Articles do not infringe on any copyright, trademark, or other intellectual property rights of any third party.
- The Articles have not been previously published in any form, whether print, digital, or otherwise.
- The Articles do not contain any unlawful content, and all statements in the Articles are accurate to the best of the Writer's knowledge.

5. Compensation

The Newspaper agrees to pay the Writer $[Amount] per Article that is accepted and published. Payment shall be made within [Number] days after publication. The Newspaper is under no obligation to publish any Articles and may choose not to publish at its sole discretion.

If the Writer submits photographs with an Article, the Newspaper agrees to pay an additional $[Amount] per published photograph. However, the Newspaper reserves the right to select the number of photographs to publish.

6. Taxes

As an independent contractor, the Writer is responsible for all federal, state, and local taxes, including income taxes and self-employment taxes. The Newspaper will not withhold any taxes or provide any benefits associated with employment.

7. Ownership and Intellectual Property

The Writer acknowledges that all Articles and associated materials submitted to the Newspaper under this Agreement are considered "works made for hire" as defined by U.S. copyright law. As such, the Newspaper shall hold all rights, title, and interest in the Articles upon their creation.

In the event that any Article does not qualify as a work made for hire, the Writer hereby assigns to the Newspaper all rights, title, and interest in the Article, including but not limited to the rights to archive, republish, edit, repackage, or revise the Article in any form or medium, whether known now or developed later.

These rights shall be exclusive to the Newspaper for a period of [Number] months following the initial publication of the Article.

8. Miscellaneous

Governing Law: This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of [State].

Severability: If any provision of this Agreement is found to be invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall remain in full force and effect.

Entire Agreement: This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the Parties regarding its subject matter and supersedes all prior agreements or understandings, whether written or oral. Any modifications to this Agreement must be in writing and signed by both Parties.
